Sub:	Request to refund by adjustment the excessively collected / paid demand charges during the Lockdown period in line with the orders of the Hon'ble High Court dated 14.08.2020-Regarding.

We wish to inform you that, the Hon'ble High Court, has passed an order dated 14.08.2020 stating that ;


“45 The above discussion leads this Court to the only conclusion that the maximum demand charges and the compensation charges levied by TANGEDCO against the petitioners who are HT consumers, is illegal, unsustainable and in violation of the statutory regulations.”


We have already paid our CC bills, for the months of, March, April, May, June & July 2020 and paid the demand charges @90% of the sanctioned demand UNDER PROTEST.  Now, the Hon'ble High Court has declared that such a system is illegal, unsustainable and in violation of the Statutory Regulations. Further, the Hon'ble High Court has also directed the TANGEDCO as below.     

“45 b) If TANGEDCO has already recovered the entire dues from any of the petitioners, the bill shall be reworked in accordance with the direction given in Clause (a) and the excess amount shall be adjusted towards the future bills;” 

Accordingly, we request that the demand charges collected from us excessively during the above periods, as worked out below, have become now as “Errors in billing” as defined under Regulation 12(2) of Tamil Nadu Electricity Supply Code 2004 and is therefore, liable for repayment, as ordered by the Hon'ble High Court through its order dated 14.08.2020 and as per Regulation 12(2) also. 

For the purpose of instant reference, Regulation 12(2) is reproduced below.

“12(2) Where it is found that the consumer has been over-charged, the excess amount paid in such cases will be adjusted against future current consumption charges. If, even after such adjustment against future current consumption charges for two assessment periods there is still a balance to be refunded, the refund will be made by cheque.”

We request you to kindly make repayment of the excessively collected demand charges as worked out below by adjustment in future CC bills.
