Payment of CC bill for the lockdown period calculated @ 20% minimum demand charge or to the extent of the recorded demand whichever is higher-Madras High Court order dated 14.08.2020 -Revision of CC bill and Refund of excess amount collected - Regarding.

Sir,

1. We are a member in Tamil Nadu Electricity Consumers’ Association (TECA) and our Association has filed a Writ Petition in WP No. 7679 of 2020 and the Hon'ble High Court has granted an order on 14.08.2020, as granted in a Batch of Writ Petitions on 14.08.2020 in WP No. 7679 of 2020 (Batch). Hence, we are eligible to the following benefits and reliefs. A copy of the order is enclosed herewith.
2. The CFC-Revenue vide her Memo 2nd cited above has directed the SEs to regulate the CC bill payments and other refunds by extracting the order of the Hon'ble High Court as below.

“45 The above discussion leads this Court to the only conclusion that the maximum demand charges and the compensation charges levied by TANGEDCO against the petitioners who are HT consumers, is illegal, unsustainable and in violation of the statutory regulations.

45 a) TANGEDCO shall issue a revised bill to the petitioners by applying Regulation 6(b) of the Supply Code for the entire period when the establishment was under shut down;

b) If TANGEDCO has already recovered the entire dues from any of the petitioners, the bill shall be reworked in accordance with the direction given in Clause (a) and the excess amount shall be adjusted towards the future bills; 

c) If the demand made by TANGEDCO has been adjusted from the security deposit and any of the petitioner has been asked to pay any amount towards additional security deposit on that count, the said claim shall be withdrawn forthwith and the calculation of the additional security deposit shall be independently done under Regulation 5 of the Supply Code and demand/ adjustment shall be done in accordance with the said Regulation;

d) The TANGEDCO shall not levy compensation charges towards low PF from the petitioners during the period of lockdown. Even if such levy is made in future, show cause notice shall be issued to the consumer and an opportunity shall be given to the consumer before levying any compensation under Clause 6.1.1.6 of the Tariff Regulation;

e) If any amount has already been recovered towards levy of compensation charges for low PF from any of the petitioners, the said amount shall be adjusted towards future bills;

f) These directions will apply only for the period during which the establishment was under total lockdown due to the orders issued by the Government and it is made clear that it pertains only to the Minimum Charges payable under Regulation 6(b) of the Supply Code and there is no exemption or concession insofar as the charges payable for the actual consumption of electricity (Energy Charges); and

g) If any of the establishments continue to be under lockdown due to the Government Orders passed in this regard, the minimum charges alone shall be collected till the lifting of the lockdown.”

3. The above is the extract of the order dated 14.08.2020 and is now made applicable to TECA members. 
Revision of Bills:

4. In view of the same, we are eligible to pay the pending CC bills either @ 20% of the sanctioned demand or to the extent of the recorded demand, whichever is higher, for the below months as claimed in Table 1 below and therefore, our bills already issued for the respective months, have to be revised as per Para 45 a) of the order as quoted above. Please note that the directions of the Hon'ble Court applies to the entire lockdown period commencing from 24.03.2020 onwards till 31.10.2020 (as per the present position).

5. Even though, we have requested on several occasions, so far the revision of CC bills has not happened till now. Now the CFC-Revenue has directed to comply with the order of the Hon'ble Court by her Memo dated 16.10.2020 and therefore, the CC bills for the above months, falling in the lockdown period, need to be revised either at 20% or to the extent of the sanctioned demand, whichever is higher. 
6. Please note that no BPSC is leviable, as the amount is not an outstanding amount, as per Regulation 5(4)(x) of the Tamil Nadu Electricity Supply Code 2004. 

Refund of Excess amount collected:

7. Further, we have also paid the CC bills, with excessive charges to the extent noted below in the Table 2. In view of the same, we are eligible to seek refund of the excessive amounts paid on the CC bills, as claimed below as per Para 45 b). Please note that the directions of the Hon'ble Court applies to the entire lockdown period commencing from 24.03.2020 onwards till 31.10.2020 (as per the present position).
